News of Trentham Hall official opening

As mentioned in the June newsletter, the opening of the new Trentham
Mechanics Hall took place on Friday 21 June. For those of you with an
interest in and a soft spot for Trentham dances, here is a brief rundown on
the new premises and the opening. The old hall is now the new library, but
efforts have been made to retain the essence of the building. The new part
of the building to the east is now the hall. There is a reception desk in the
centre of the building, a new state-of-art kitchen, toilets which no longer
have a slopey floor. There is a big carpark, with two electric charge sta-
tions, to the north of the site, with access from the road alongside the hall.
It is a most impressive building with both the hall and the library quite
spectacular. In the library, there is a feature wall of the honour boards
which used to hang on the hall walls, a real effort to retain some of the his-
tory of Trentham and the Mechanics Hall.
The opening was a real success, with a crowd of perhaps 200 in attendance,
including the Mayor, councillors, Federal and State MP’s, those responsible
for the planning and construction, many townsfolk and other interested
people. There was also a welcome to country, a smoking ceremony and a
short demonstration of indigenous dancing.

Those organisations which may have an interest in using the hall had been
invited to exhibit what it is that they are involved with. As part of these
expressions of interest, Ina and Graeme Bertrand were able to facilitate
a half hour featuring Old Time dancing with about fifteen couples who
answered Ina’s roundup call for interested dancers to participate and show
what CAN happen again in Trentham.
